If you have not yet registered to vote,
now is a great opportunity to make sure that your voter registration status is up-to-date, so you
are ready to vote in the upcoming November 2022 Election.

On the heels of a successful debut of "A HeLa Story: Mother of Modern Medicine" play about
Henrietta Lacks at the Kalamazoo Valley Museum, two encore shows have been scheduled. A
film version will be offered for free at 1:30 p.m. Nov.13, 2022 and Jan. 15, 2023 at the museum.
Seating is limited, and is first come, first served. Tickets are available now online. Choose "Mary

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The theatrical production chronicles the accomplishments and local family connections of
Henrietta Lacks, whose cells taken without her consent in 1951 are still leading to major
breakthroughs today. Be sure to stop by the associated mini exhibit about Lacks, on display at
the museum through Feb. 27, 2023.
 
The "A HeLa Story: Mother of Modern Medicine" play and exhibit was organized by Kalamazoo
Valley Community College and the Kalamazoo Valley Museum in collaboration with Lacks' great
nephew, Kalamazoo resident Jermaine Jackson, and funded in part by the KVCC Foundation.
