She also says she received
excellent care at U of M and at the West
Michigan Cancer Center in Kalamazoo,
where she has follow-up appointments.

“Because of everything I've been through,

I knew | wanted to work with cancer
patients,” she said.“You can share your story
and also share your faith, which in turn
gives patients hope and something to hold
on to during hard times.’
